The Minister of Health and Wellness, Hon. Michel Chebat, joins Belizeans 
and healthcare workers in prayer and sharing of condolences to the Guerra 
family on the passing of twin brothers, Dr. Kevin and Dr. Kenneth Guerra. 

Dr. Kevin Guerra died on December 12, 2020. He worked at the 
Independence Polyclinic under the Ministry of Health and Wellness for five 
years. The Ministry learned with sadness that Dr. Kenneth Guerra also lost 
the fight to COVID-19 this morning, December 13, 2020.
